City Administrator Miner called the meeting to order at 5:06 P.M. Tesene/Miller moved to adopt the agenda.  All ayes. Motion carried. Absent: Larson.
Miller/Young motioned to appoint Doug Nielsen as temporary Chair Person to run meeting. All Ayes. Motion Carried. Absent: Larson.
Tesene/Young moved to approve minutes from previous meeting 08/24/2022.  All ayes. Motion carried. Absent: Larson.
Commission to review and give recommendation for a text amendment to the city’s zoning ordinance, Article 10 General Zoning Regulations, Section 10.8 Fences, Walls, and Retaining Walls, Definition 6.  City Administrator Miner began the discussion by explaining the proposed change to the committee. The proposed amendment states, “Fences or walls shall be permitted on the lot line as long as the furthest projecting point of structure (fence or wall) remains on the permit holder’s property. Lot pins must be located/surveyed by a licensed reputable surveyor prior to any construction.” In summary, the proposed change would remove the 6-inch setback for fences and retaining walls.

Committee member Doug Nielsen was against this ordinance change and asked, “Why are we reviewing this?” Mayor Miner informed him that we are reviewing this because of potential of adverse possession claims regarding lakeshore property. Nielsen asked city administrator Miner, “Have you had problems with this in the past?” City Administrator Miner replied, “No.” Nielsen motioned to table this matter. No second. Motion dead. 
Young/Tesene motioned to approve recommendation of this ordinance change to the council. Ayes: Young, Tesene. Nays: Nielsen. Abstained: Miller. Motion passed. Absent: Larson.
With nothing further to discuss Nielsen adjourned the meeting at 5:43 P.M.
